Two types of slaves in US history:

1. bought slaves

* brought across the Atlantic from
Africa in the “Middle Passage”

2. born slaves

e child of a slave mother



A Typical "Born-Again Believer’'s” Story

1. Slave to sin

2. Turning point:

 “Membership” in a legalistic church

« Emotional experience of “salvation”

3. Your current state:

e ]I Peter 2:19 - still a slave to sin!

You know a counterfeit Grace
check by the fact that it “bounces”
in your moment of temptation

*You know a true Abundant-Grace-
of-God check by the fact that you've
become a son who is free!

®Baptism is the death certificate to
show your old slave master



Still a Slave?

If sin is still your master:

either you never really died

you must die and be born again!

2or, having died and being born in
God’s house, you still allow your old
master to control you

you will not remain in God’s house forever
